Distracted Driving - #1 Cause
of Accidents

Driving while distracted is a factor in 25%
of police reported crashes

Cell Phones - #1 Distraction

Talking on the cell phone

Hand held phone

Hands free phone
Using a cell phone increases a drivers
reaction time as much as having a BAC of
0.08%

Driver on a cell phone is four times as
likely to be involved in a serious accident

Establish a Driving Policy

Require all employees to wear their seat
belts

Set a policy that prohibits the use of cell
phones while driving

Conduct an annual MVD check on the
driving record of your vehicle operators



Make it a Policy

Conduct safe drivers training on a regular
basis

Implement a vehicle maintenance
program

Give drivers time to complete tasks
without violating traffic rules
